SALGA Games report : (CS 19/1/1/1)
After "in committee" discussion, it was

RESOLVED

That the Accounting Officer to follow processes of MFMA to deal with the loss during the SALGA Games.

(ii)
Water crisis in Newcastle : (TS 11/2/1/1)
The Strategic Executive Director : Technical Services thanked councillors for support in identifying areas that needed attention during the crisis.  He indicated that there is still a crisis regarding infrastructure in Newcastle.  He further mentioned the challenges that were experienced during the preventative treatment that was done at the reservoir.
The Executive Committee expressed their concern regarding the non-issuing of notices to communities on the maintenance programme.

That communication be intensified to notify communities on any interruption of services;

that the Strategic Executive Director : Technical Services approved all planned maintenance;

that consequence management be constantly applied at all levels and actions be taken on employees who misbehaved during the maintenance programme;

that no overtime be worked prior to the approval by the Strategic Executive Directors;

that planned maintenance should not be done on weekends.

DA statement regarding Eskom debt : (MM 10/3/1)
The Mayor reported that in order to maintain a good working relationship with opposition parties, all statements issued by parties should reflect the truth.  He then read the statement by the DA councillor on the alleged debt to Eskom and possible power cuts.  

The Acting Strategic Executive Director : Budget and Treasury Office reported that the Newcastle Municipality had a commitment of R62 million with Eskom that was paid. 
The Executive Committee then expressed their disappointment at the statement issued by the DA councillor.

INCLUSION OF AND APPROPRIATION OF THE JBC TO OSIZWENI SECONDARY LINK ROAD PHASE 2 IN THE 2018/2019 BUDGET : NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PARTNERSHIP GRANT (NDPG) PROGRAMME : (TS 13/15/12/3 JBC TO OSIZWENI SECONDARY LINK ROAD PHASE 2)
