Request : Condonation for decision taken to allocate VIP protection to Acting Municipal Manager : (MM 12/3/5)

IRREGULAR EXPENDITURES INCURRED FOR ROADS CONSTRUCTION : JANUARY TO MARCH 2019 

· Cllr. P.B. Mwali, on behalf of the Independent Party, expressed concerns indicating that the party did not sufficiently engage on the submitted items, as such was submitted for consideration for the same day as Council.  He further requested that there be consequence management or whoever that did not do their job properly, requesting the item to be referred MPAC for investigation.  In conclusion he state position of the Independent Party does not support of the Executive Committee recommendations
· Cllr. S.N. Nkosi, on behalf of the PRM, expressed concerns in terms of the way the project was communicated indicating that such should have been to the Portfolio Standing Committee then to Council for approval, thereafter for implementation in the effected wards.  He added that the PRM is in support of service delivery through the correct procedure.  In conclusion he stated that PRM takes the position of abstinence from the Executive Committee recommendation
· Cllr. M.V. Buhali, on behalf of AZAPO, indicated that the party does not support  breaching the law as it’s not clear how the condonation came about and further requested that such be investigated.  In conclusion he stated the AZAPO is not in support of the Executive Committee recommendation 
· Cllr. S.B. Buthelezi, on behalf of the EFF, indicated that the party is not convinced with the item explanation by the Mayor and therefore requested that such be investigated.  In conclusion, she stated that the EFF is not in support of the Executive Committee recommendation
· Cllr. A.P. Meiring, on behalf of the DA, indicated that the party is not convinced  that management complied with all the necessary legislation when implementing the said and thereafter quoted Section 32:1(c), indicating that if Council condones such, then Council is liable.  He further referred to 32:2(a) MFMA and requested that the item be referred to MPAC to commission an investigation.  In conclusion he stated that the DA does not support the Executive Committee recommendations and further the DA dissenting vote be recorded.
· Cllr. R.B. Ndima, on behalf of the IFP, noted the Mayor’s expansion and therefore stated that the IFP abstain from the Executive Committee recommendation.
· Cllr. B.S. Dlamini, on behalf of the ANC, supported the Executive Committee recommendation
